INFORMATION SHEET

PRODUCER LOTS

A.M.M.O. Ltd reserves the right to advise the producer against offerings of this sort due to unfavourable market conditions at any time. Producer should consult with the manager prior to consigning. 
In any A.M.M.O. Ltd sale season a producer maintains the right to have full bales lots of any single type offered separately for sale or offered under his/her own brand. A minimum for producer lots applies – 150kgs of kid; 180kgs of young goat; and 180kgs of adult or as determined by Management.

Producer lots would only be a viable option if the overall fibre quality is significantly better than the equivalent pooled type. Pooled lines generally benefit from better competition due to larger quantities of a given type. Unclassed lines will not be accepted into producer lots, but will be classed into pool lines.*

Producers must advise A.M.M.O. Ltd staff prior to the commencement of sorting that fibre is intended to be offered in this manner.

A.M.M.O Ltd will accept responsibility for the insurance on fibre offered in this manner for damage or loss during shipping and any claim made by a purchaser of such lots arising from their lack of trueness to type or other factors, will be the responsibility of A.M.M.O Ltd.

Producer lots will be inspected at the A.M.M.O. Ltd complex to ensure they conform to the Australian Classing Standards for type, style, character and fault content. Producers will be advised immediately should any problems arise in this regard or if any re-sorting needs to be carried out which subsequently results in the re-typing of a significant quantity of fibre from these lots. The Management of AMMO Ltd reserves the right to change the description of a producer lot.

The producer in consultation with the Manager of A.M.M.O. Ltd has the right to determine a reserve price prior to a producer lot being offered for sale. Producer lots may be sold during a season by private treaty (after consultation with the producer) provided the reserve is met.  If not sold prior, producer lots will be offered at our scheduled auction sale and should the reserve not be met on the day, producers should ensure that they can be contacted for price negotiation to take place. If the producers can not be contacted A.M.M.O Ltd reserves the right to except a lesser price if it is considered to be acting in the best interest of the producer. Unsold producer lots shall be charged further administration costs as determined by the Board of AMMO Ltd from time to time.

Fibre offered for sale as a producer lot is subject to normal handling fees and sale commission. Classing fees may also need to be charged in some cases.

* Note: Producers should be aware that it is not uncommon for lots sold in this manner to attract less money than the pooled lines of the same description.
